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Nought & Crosses Tasks - Independent Reading Tasks 
Try to complete as many tasks as possible before September.

The minimum number of tasks to complete is three.
If you only complete 3, you must complete the task in the middle box.

The other two tasks must make a line horizontally, vertically or diagonally.

Highlight the tasks when they have been completed.

	Collage

Make a collage about a central theme, place or character in the book you have read.

Collect images that show all of the different ways in which they are shown in the novel.

Remember to use some key words from the text to support your ideas.

	Author Fact File

Research the person behind the book you have read.

Create a fact file on the author. Find out some facts about their life and other books which they have written.

You can use the attached sheet about Neil Gaiman as a starting point.
	Design a book mark

Design a bookmark – based on the character and the plot from the novel.
Design the front and back of the book mark.

Remember to include the book title and the name of the author.

	Storyboard

Storyboard your favourite section of the book.
Create a story board of 6 images to show what happened in your favourite part of the book.

Add a sentence from the novel under each image connected to what is happening in your picture.


	Book Review 

Write a book review: summary of the plot (without giving the story away), characters, writing style, who might enjoy it, why they will enjoy it etc.

	Writing in Role
Choose one of the characters from the novel and write a diary entry for one of their most interesting days or experiences.
Remember to include their thoughts and feelings about what has happened.



	Wordle
Choose between 20 and 30 words from the novel which are new to you or are important in the story.

On the computer find a wordle creator such as wordclouds.com.
There are lots of sites to choose from.

Follow the instructions and create your wordle.


	Create a character or a story box
Make a puppet or a toilet/kitchen roll character for your favourite character in the novel.
OR

Create a Story shoe box which shows or contains important things from the story.

You could make one of the locations or fill your box with items which appear in the story.
	Book Cover
Design a new book cover for the book you have read which shows your understanding of the main plot and the characters involved.

You must include the blurb and should support the book with celebrity endorsements and/or awards and book prizes.







Star Bonus


Imagine you are creating a book cover which can cover one of the classroom doors to tell people all about any novel which you have enjoyed reading in school or at home.
